SBOC / SWOC Inter-Club League Scoring System

The scoring system is loosely based on the CompassSport (CS) system, but modified to include as many competitors as possible from each club.

The main modification to the CS rules are:

· a relaxation of the age constraints associated with each course, see “par times” below.
· the number of “counting” competitors is determined by whichever club has the fewest “counters” running.
The Blue and Green courses are scored separately for Men & Women, this gives 8 “scoring courses”.  “Par times” are determined by the leading competitor (from any club, not just SWOC/SBOC) satisfying the following:-

· Brown – open

· Blue Men –  >M40 or <M20

· Blue Women –  W open
· Green Men –  >M60 or <M18

· Green Women –  >W45 or <W20

· Lt. Green –  <M/W16
· Orange –  <M/W12

· Yellow –  <M/W10
“Eligible” Scorers (from SBOC/SWOC) are those who either satisfy the above age constraints for their course or who take at least 120% of the “par time” for the course.

(E.g. If a M35 decides to run Green and wins he will not be counted in the scoring, but if the leading M60 takes 55 mins, then provided the M35 takes more than 66 mins he will be counted.)

“Counting” Competitors:-    (see note 1 below)
· All competitors on the technical courses, Brown/Blue/Green; whether they “mp” or retire.
· On the other courses only those who complete the course correctly are counted
Point Scoring:-   (see notes 1& 2 below)





The leading “eligible” competitor on each course will score 20 points. Points are scored as follows:

· Brown / Blue Men /Green Men :  
20,18,16,…..,2,2,2,...

· Blue Women/ Green Women:-  
 20,17,14,…..2,2,2,…
· Lt Green / Orange / Yellow
20,14,8,2,2,2…

Club Totals:- The number of “counting” scorers form the club with the fewest such number is used to determine the number that are counted at each event. (This ensures maximum participation in determining the clubs’ totals}

Note 1: A competitor who mis-punches is beaten by all those who complete the course successfully. Naturally they are awarded 0 points. On the technical courses their “mp” should not be taken as a reason to ignore their run; they should be treated as a “counting” competitor, but one who scores 0 points. In a CS event, provided a club has more than the minimum number of “qualifying” runners this scorer of 0 is ignored. However in our scoring system where ALL runners from the club with the fewest number of runners count, the inclusion of a 0 would have a dramatic influence on the club’s total if the leading scorer was awarded 100 points.. With the CS scoring even a mediocre run will generate a score in the 80s; it would then be almost impossible for the club with the fewest runners to compensate for a “mp” score of 0. By reducing the leading score to 20 then an “mp” scoring 0 is only slightly below the other scores, thus not presenting an insurmountable obstacle to catching up with the other club’s total.

Note2: Choosing the decrements in the scoring is a bit hit-and-miss. For example, usually the Blue Men’s course has plenty of competitors and often the majority will be within 150% of the winning time, those near this time will be scoring around 10 points. On the 3 less technical courses there are often only 3 or 4 competitors and it is not unknown for the 2nd place to take double the winning time. Clearly for such a 2nd place run to be awarded 18 points (as on the Blue Men’s course) would be unfair, hence the 14 points
(I accept there are occasions when there is a strong competition for the leading places on the Lt Green/ Orange/ Yellow courses. Sometimes 14 points will not be enough, other times it will be generous).
Once the points have dropped to 2 all subsequent scorers ar  awarded 2 points.

Any constructive suggestions for modifying the scoring are welcome.
