Chairman Report
In my inaugural report as the new Chairman of WOA, please can I firstly thank our out-going Chairman, David Pal, for all his dedicated work over many years. David, with the support of other Officers, has put in place a sound framework to manage and develop our sport in Wales for which we should all be very appreciative.  

It is encouraging that events at all levels have resumed across Wales after a challenging period due to the impacts of Covid-19. Importantly, our Clubs remain supported by a dedicated number of experienced members whose enthusiasm has not diminished.

That said, resources are not finite, particularly in the context of being small Clubs, and this is having most impact in Mid and North Wales. Overall, membership numbers have declined since before the pandemic which is understandable given the gap in events but represents challenges to increase numbers attending along with the breadth and diversity of participants.

However, it is of huge credit to the Association, Clubs and the countless volunteers who made the JK in South Wales such a success this Easter. It was great to experience a well organised major event with such good feedback from participants and partners. Looking ahead to other major events, our Mid and North Wales Clubs will be organising the VHIs this Autumn and early work is commencing regarding Croeso in 2024.  

At the Club level, it is good to see that a strong programme of events has re-commenced in SBOC and SWOC during the winter and continue this summer. In this respect, it is interesting that different formats such as MapRun, score versions and use of urban areas are helping to attract newcomers to our sport. 

Our excellent Junior Training facilitated by Mark and Alice has also re-commenced which provides a great platform to nurture skills and camaraderie. The lasting benefits can be seen at the highest elite level with Megan recently securing Silver in the First Round of the World Cup sprint race in Sweden. 

SWOC have secured, 'Winter of Wellbeing' funding via the Welsh Government to offer free participation for young people at local events which has triggered the highest number of newcomers for many years across the whole region. The Club is now assessing ways of retaining and developing this renewed interest and is making good use of social media platforms to promote events.

On a similar theme, SBOC have recently been successful in securing part-funding from the Orienteering Foundation for the creation of a Club Development Officer. Once in place, the CDO will not only develop initiatives in the Swansea region but also share best practice and lessons across WOA.

WOA will hopefully continue to provide the framework to help support all Clubs continue to deliver a wide range of events and attract new people to the sport from all backgrounds. In this respect, I will do my best to ensure that key partners such as Sport Wales and Natural Resources Wales understand the unique offer and benefits of our sport.

It is so heartening to see the reaction of newcomers, especially from our younger generation and families, when completing events for the first time. Feedback is inevitably really positive but the challenge in a busy marketplace remains to attract and retain the widest possible ‘new generation’ of orienteers.

COMMENTS
2021 membership continues to reflect the negative effect of the Covid pandemic on sport membership. 
From a steady membership of just over 300 (316 for 2018 and 2019), membership dropped to 250 in 2020 and in 2021 is down to 220. 
There was an absence of organised outdoor sports including orienteering events in the first 4.5 months of 2021, and then restrictions on numbers attending outdoor activities meant that for the rest of 2021 all events, no matter how informal, had to be pre-entered, which ruled out any EOD, thus not attracting potential new orienteers who might have decided on the day to come along and see what the event was all about.
The excellent Winter Wellbeing series of events brought the experience of orienteering to a large number of youngsters who seem to have very much enjoyed the events and hopefully in the future may want to do more and join a club.
Hopefully, with lifting of all restrictions and a return to "normal" in 2022, numbers participating and joining (and re-joining) will increase the overall membership of WOA.

Fixtures Secretary Report

Coaching Officer Report

The legal requirement to produce evidence of compliance with UK Anti Doping (UK AD) as a national governing body (NGB) for sport was submitted by the deadline of 31 Mar 22. Without compliance, there can be no government funding of any kind. The majority of WOA’s compliance is due to our overarching relationship with British Orienteering. They have also been submitting evidence and the majority of our processes are a mirror of what they produce, with minor adjustments to cover our Welsh membership. With the whole range of sports submitting new evidence at the same time, all sports were given ‘interim compliance’ on submission of evidence and UK AD have been working through the detail ever since. As at 9 June, UK AD have asked we modify two compliance serials, one to prove inter-member communications through social media and the other to add a link on our website to British Orienteering AD page. Once completed, WOA is fully compliant with UK AD legislation. This will be completed soonest.

Development Officer Report

SBOC Development Officer – SBOC have appointed Kerina Lake as their part-time Development Officer. SBOC are receiving £5000 from WOA and £3000 from the Orienteering Foundation for 2022/23. WOA have committed to funding for next year and the Orienteering Foundation have given a strong indication that they will continue the funding for a second year.

SWOC Winter of Wellbeing –SWOC received a grant of £3000 from the Outdoor Partnership as part of the Winter of Wellbeing scheme. This was used to offer free Orienteering events for under 25’s with the free entries done through Eventbrite. Six events were held across the SWOC area between December 2021 and April 2022 – all the events attracted around 70 competitors and included a high proportion of new young juniors and their families.
Volunteers’ Weekend 2023 – WOA has previously held successful volunteers’ weekends where we get together to take part in training courses (planning, coaching, controlling), have discussion groups, do a bit of orienteering and socialise. It is proposed that we could arrange a similar weekend in the summer of 2023.


Secretary Report
During this period three committee meetings were held, in February and November 2021 and in May 2022.The AGM was held in July 2021. James Clemence was appointed as the Association Chairman at the committee meeting in November.  All the meetings have been held on-line. This allows better attendance at the meetings and I am not proposing that we should go back to face to face meetings.
The partnership grant application forms were submitted to SportWales. The application was only partially successful – although we requested money to support our international athletes and to support the SBOC Development Officer initiative WOA was awarded the same amount as for the previous year - £1500.
A meeting was held in March 2022 with Joanne Wakeham,– the SportWales Financial Governance Advisor to carry out the Financial Capability Review. This meeting was attended by attended by me and Jean Lochhead on behalf of WOA

Senior Squad Manager Report
The Senior Home Internationals 2021 took place in Aberdeen, Scotland on 7th/8th September. We began gathering interest in July but many usual athletes were unfortunately unable to commit due to injury/work and also uncertainty about Covid restrictions, so we took a small team of 7 people in the end. 
The relay was on the Saturday in Balmedie sand dunes (held by Grampian Orienteers) and our competitive Women's team came 7th. All other Welsh team members were in ad hoc teams with others from Ireland and were therefore non-competitive. Overnight we were equal on points with Ireland, and on Sunday came the individual races at Glen Tanar (held by MAROC). Amazingly we tied on points again with Ireland, and it came down to the best result on the day which was Megan Carter-Davies's win on the Senior Women's course, so Wales came 3rd overall and retained the Dolgellau Plate.
